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Theme: Citizenship.
Title of Activity: Daily life Rules.

&5 Activity

@ Activity Objectives:
— Evaluate proper behavior in order to respect daily life rules.

@ Supporting Materials:
- Document 1: some unacceptable actions by students.
- Document 2: good and useful conduct is profitable: Educational game.

@ Activity Steps:

Teacher starts by explaining the meaning of "rule", then asks students to give examples of
some rules: red or green light, football or handball rules. Ask students to give details about a
specific example. Has this rule been known before? Is it mandatory?

Why do we adopt a specific rule for certain games or conduct? What is the purpose behind

imposing such rule? What happens if no rules exist?

— Based on students' feedback, certain daily life rules are compiled and written on the board.
A discussion follows to define the field where a rule is applied. Students are then left to
conclude as follows: Rules for the same conduct may differ sometimes (e.g. vehicles in
England are driven on the left while in Lebanon they are driven on the right). Lead
students to conclude that a rule applied in a certain situation may be unacceptable in
another situation (e.g while it is unacceptable to keep students standing, when the school
principals enters the classroom, it is also objectionable for them to remain seated).

— Distribute document 1: Ask each group to answer the following questions (situations to be
assigned to groups).
a- Justification for selection of title.
b- The behavior in each situation is to be defined and a scientific reason is given to explain
whether such behavior can be described as "Incorrect conduct".

— Discuss with students the rules they have used to judge the behavior, based on their
knowledge in Science, and write down the final answers on the board.

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I B: Answers addressed to teachers

Children practice sports which is healthy => no foolishness here.

Flies carry germs from garbage to food being eaten by child thus exposing him to
sickness and harming his health. Therefore garbage should be covered to avoid
spreading germs.

Child leaves faucet running: this wastes water and harms the environment, without
regard to responsible consumption => Foolishness.

Boy tears book, thereby harming the surroundings. Paper comes from trees and the
boy's action is wasting trees. This harms the environment => Foolishness.

Little girl tramples flowers while her colleague does not. The girl's conduct is foolish
while that of her colleague is not.

Girl falls off a window. Gravity pulls bodies downwards. This girl is not protecting
herself => Foolish.

One child throws papers into waste basket while the other picks papers up from the
ground and places them in the basket. Both are protecting the environment.

=> No foolishness here.

Children make fun of the dirty child. The latter is liable to attract a lot of germs, apart
from being the butt of mockery of others. => Foolish.

Boy brushing his teeth. The brush protects his health => No foolishness.

Boy waters a sapling in the school. He is taking care of this plant and is thereby
concerned about keeping a healthy environment. Plants give us oxygen

=> No foolishness.

Child sneezes right into the face of his colleague, thus spreading around germs and
viruses (such as swine flu). He should have placed a handkerchief over his nose or
turned his head around. He has violated the rules of hygiene => Foolish.

Girl places coin in her piggybank. She is not wasting her money but is following a
rational consumption rule => No foolishness.

Girl washes her hands. This cleans her hands of germs and protects her health

=> No foolishness.

— Distribute document 3: Ask students to participate in the game in groups of two.

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Document 2 : Good and useful behavior.

@ Activity Steps:

— Document I: The story of Rana and Rami.
- Choose 3 students, and have each student read one sentence.
- Check comprehension and do Exercise 1 orally.

— Document 2: Explain the document before students read it.

- Exercise 2: Draw a chart on the blackboard. Label it as the duty chart.

- Discuss an example.

- What happens if a student acts irresponsibly? Example: “What will happen if
I don’t wash my hands after I go to the toilet?”. Then write down the effect of
the irresponsible act.

- Students do Exercise 3 — show what you know.

- Students do Exercise 4 — parts a, b and c.
